Meeting, August 22, 2006
A called meeting of the Sage Creek Canyon Property Owners Association Board of Directors was held on August 22, 2006 at the offices of Key to the Rockies in Keystone, Colorado.  The main purpose of the meeting was to receive the personal presentation and building plans for Mr. and Mrs. Robert Briggs, who were present at the meeting.  Bill Pollock, member of the Architectural Review Committee was present as well as all directors of the Board.  (All members of the ARC had been invited to the meeting.)  The meeting began at 6:06 PM.  

After brief introductions, president Ward Jackson opened the floor to the Briggs family to share their proposed building plans for their lot located on Saddle Circle.  Mr. Briggs provided the ARC and Board with one set of building plans and ARC Application which was completed.  The plans are for a three story home, consisting of a ground floor with garage, a main living floor, and a top floor consisting of one loft and bedroom.  The total square footage of the home is approximately 3200 sq ft.  The home will be built of wood with a log style siding which will be medium cedar in color.  The roof will be dark green metal.  The lower floors will have natural moss rock covering.  

A special septic system utilizing a filtering system will be located in the northwest corner of the lot.  Exterior lighting will be brushed steel and have a dull silver appearance.  There was no landscaping plan provided.  Mr. Briggs has met with fire department officials regarding fire mitigation.  The total footprint of the home, driveway, and decks is estimated to be 14.8% of the total square footage of the lot (26,935).  

After a period of discussions and questions, the Board requested that Mr. and Mrs. Briggs provide the following for completion of their submission:

· The exact distance between the Carver shed and the nearest corner of the proposed home.

· If the above distance is less than 75’, a plan to achieve the require 75’ structure separation.
· The location of the proposed water supply line, as well as the location of the “curb stop”.

· The location of all utility lines and connections.

· A revision of certain outdoor lighting fixtures to adhere to the down lighting requirements.

· A landscaping plan or drawings.

· A demonstration that the need for a driveway swale or culvert has been met.

Mr. and Mrs. Briggs were informed of the requirements for tapping into the community fresh water supply system, including the water tap fee.  They were also provided with a copy of the 2006 Construction Regulations.  Mr. Briggs inquired about the ability to live on the property in a motor home during construction or to construct a temporary office during construction.  The Board was unable to consent to either inquiry, citing the Community Covenants and/or the Construction Regulations.  

The Board officially received the Briggs ARC Application, and Mr. Briggs noted that he would get back to the Board in short order with the necessary changes to amend and complete the application.  
After the Briggs presentation, the Board met briefly to assure that the important action items from the Annual Meeting were being handled:

· Jeff and Tom will be gathering information to move ahead with pine beetle mitigation – both spraying (when appropriate) and tree removal.  It was noted that the U. S. Forest Service owns the strip of land closest to the river.

· Mike will get day laborers to “plant” the new speed limit signs.

· Ward will touch base with Karl Arleth regarding his task force for pond restoration.

· Ward will get the new locks for the water storage tanks.

· Mike will get workers to “spruce up” the bridge, and to cause it to be painted dark brown in color.

· Ward and Mike will meet with Ed McVaney regarding bridge improvements.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:00 PM.
