Board of Directors


Meeting, September 28, 2006
A called meeting of the Board of Directors of the Sage Creek Canyon Property Owners Association was held on September 28, 2006 at the Jackson residence.  Jeff Steele, Mike Magliocchetti, and Ward Jackson were in attendance.  Tom Massaro was out of town and unable to attend.  The meeting was called to order at 5:34 PM.  Notes concerning the discussions at the meeting follow.

Drainage Ditches


Ward noted that the drainages on the east side of Sage Hill Drive and Sage Creek Canyon Drive (near its intersection with Sage Hill) are quickly becoming ineffective.  They are becoming filled with weeds and debris.  Specifically, the Sage Hill drainage is filled with dirt which has run off from the trail head.  The drainages near the Beauries and the Jarski home have been allowed to become weed infested.   In their present condition, the drainages will not direct water run off away from our roadways, and those roadways are in danger of being washed out.  Ward has had a discussion with Clark Griffith about the issue.  Mike was asked if he might know of a couple of day laborers who would be able to clean those two drainages.  In addition, Ward suggested that a couple of substantial timbers be laid crossways near the end of the trail to keep the debris from again filling the drainage.  Mike will work on it.

Briggs Construction


The trees have been removed from the lot for the laying of the foundation.  The initial excavation has been accomplished.  Jeff noted that his phone service had been inadvertently cut, but restored rather quickly.  Mr. Briggs came by to apologize to Jeff for the interruption.  Ward noted that he had returned an E-Mail of inquiry from the Johnson family.  Board was copied.  Apparently the Briggs and the Johnsons have met socially, and there are no issues.  

Comcast


Earlier this summer, ComCast had requested permission to run a new line near the roadway from its existing pedestal at Saddle Circle to the ranch property.  That permission was granted by the Board.  In the process, ComCast was to provide a service line to the Steele home.  That construction never took place.  Jeff wondered if it was to take place.  He also wondered if, in the process of providing service to the Briggs home, he might be able to get service to his home.  Ward agreed to call the ComCast engineer once again.
Pump House Service


Tom McClelland reports that our fresh water usage is now down to approximately 8,500 gallons per day.  That is in contrast to the approximately 25,000 to 30,000 gallons being used at the height of the summer (and when there was an active leak in the system).  Ward noted that the Board is getting closer to the language we ought to put in a continuing service contract with McClelland.

Couture Water Leak


Mr. and Mrs. Couture have provided the Board with a written communication, dated September 16, 2006, indicating they take exception to the manner in which the water leak on their property was repaired.  Specifically, they indicate that the bill for the repairs is excessive, and that with proper planning the cost would have been reduced.


The Board members have previously studied the letter individually.  At this meeting the letter was reviewed in detail.  The Board felt very strongly that it wanted to be very careful with this matter, and wanted to assure that the interests of all parties involved were objectively and responsibly cared for.  

While the Board is of the opinion that the project was undertaken with all possible reason and good faith, it did not want to act in a hasty or short sighted manner in responding to the Couture family.  By consensus, the Board opted to refer the facts of the case to legal counsel, and to receive advice from the counsel as to how the Board ought to move forward.  In the interim, no verbal communications will take place with any persons in the Association (or outside of the Association) regarding this matter.  Jeff will make the contact with the counsel and keep the Board informed.
The meeting was adjourned at 6:38 PM.
